Bebek goreng – Bali (L) 820 

Crispy Balinese duck with local aromatic spice 

 

Ayam bekakak – Bali (GF, L, N) 580 

Traditional Balinese grilled chicken with peanuts and locally sourced vegetables 

 

Iga babi bakar madu – Bali (GF, L) 760 

Balinese grilled pork ribs with spices, wild honey, locally sourced vegetable urab 

 

Rendang daging bukit tinggi – West Sumatra (GF, L) 800 

Braised beef cheek in Indonesian spices, coconut milk, cassava leaves, eggplant, sambal hijau  

 

Konro bakar – Makassar, South Sulawesi (L, N) 930 

Grilled beef short ribs seasoned with herbs, shallots, peanut sauce, served with beef broth
